An undergraduate degree in mathematics, accounting, finance, engineering, computer science,
economics or other quantitative discipline from a recognized university with at least a B average
(3.0 GPA) or equivalent.

If your first language is not English, you must submit an official TOEFL iBT® or IELTS. Tests cannot
be more than two years old.

We require an overall IELTS score of 6.5 with no band below 6.0.

If your IELTS score is 6.0 with no band below 5.5, The Language Centre on the Saint Mary's University
campus offers optional Pre-MFin English language training course. There is an additional charge for
this extra training.

You must provide a current CV and supplementary documents including references.

You must be available for an in-person or virtual interview.
